It is possible to homologate a WKF Kumite and/or Kata Coach (coach level 2) license by the 
EKF, only during the online registration period, until 5 th May 2026 . After this date no 
homologations will be accepted.  

To do so, you must fill in the form: “Request for the Homologation of a WKF Coach Certification 
by the EKF”  and send it to the e -mail; ekf@ekf.com.es , together with the bank proof of payment 
of the homologation fee.  

After receiving the written approval of EKF homologation, you can register to officiate as a coach 
at the event.  

Note: The WKF Accredited Coach license (coach level 1) is not homologated by the EKF.  

For those withing to obtain a EKF Coach license, successful participation in the EKF Coaches’ 
course is required.
